a. Executive Committee. The President of the Corporation shall serve as Chair of the Executive Committee.  The committee, when College classes are not in session and in emergency situations, shall have and may exercise all powers of the Board except as otherwise provided in Section 1 of the By-Laws.

b. Budget and Contract Committee.  The Board shall serve as the Budget and Contract Committee to develop all contract and budget allocation proposals. No appointment of members necessary.
c. Audit Committee.  The Board shall have an Audit Committee, which shall consist of the two Independent Directors and one student Director elected by the Board, who also meets the definition of Independent Director.  The Audit Committee shall oversee the accounting and financial reporting processes of the Association and the audit of the Corporation’s financial statements. 

· Two Independent Directors – Elliot Schwarcz & Jonathan Rozenberg (2nd year of 3 year appointment)
· One Student Director - Siddharth Malviya was nominated and accepted the position.
4. Committees of the Corporation
a. Food Service Committee:  The role of the Food Service Committee is to advise and make recommendations to the boards of directors of the Corporation and the Queens College Student Services Corporation on matters relating to food service at the College, such as quality of service, the awarding of contracts, hours of operation, service, and related matters.

· 2 Faculty members selected by Executive Committee of the College Personnel and Budget Committee
b. Bookstore and Game Room Committee:  The role of the Bookstore and Game Room Committee is to advise and make recommendations to the Boards on matters relating to the College’s book store and game room, such as quality of service, the awarding of contracts, hours of operation, service, and related matters.

c. Shuttle Bus Committee: Appointment of the Shuttle Bus Committee – William Keller will invite students to participate on an ad hoc basis.
5. Fiscal Matters

a. Kupferberg Budget for FY 2020 – Jon Yanofsky
Jon Yanofsky introduced himself to the Board.  He stated he is looking forward to making changes for the better after spending more time here.

b. Discussion of appointment of Executive Director of Finance & Administration of Affiliated Entities
William Keller explained to the Board how the Student Union came to be under the Finance & Administrative.  Jeanne DeMasters and Nalini Pitrelli have been overseeing the area.  One of the finance people left the Student Union which has made it very difficult.  They really need someone to oversee not only the Queens College Student Services Corporation, but the other affiliated entities of the College.  Jeanne explained the cost for this person will be distributed to the entities.  Joseph asked what are the affiliated entities of the College.  It was stated Student Services Corporation, Queens College Association, Auxiliary Enterprise Corporation, Athletics & Recreation, Kupferberg and the Special Projects Fund.
6. Committee Reports and Actions
a. Bookstore Committee – Adam Rockman
Adam stated there was nothing to report.

b. Food Service– Bill Keller
William Keller reported the food service contract is being extended.  A new food alcove is being set up in the gym.  Kosher food has been a constant issue.  We have a new vendor coming in.  Zaire mentioned you can’t use your credit cards with the truck vendors.  William stated that’s the vendor’s choice.
c. Shuttle Bus Updates – William Keller
i. Extension of MV Transportation Contract
Surinder Virk reported the contract with MV Transportation is being extended for one year.  He was waiting for the Legal Office to sign off on the contract.
V. New Business
Jeff Rosenstock stated he will be requesting a meeting to review the new Human Resources proposals for the employees that used to get paid by the Research Foundation but will be moving to a new payroll managed by AEC.
