1.  Admission is limited to those applicants who have a bachelor’s degree and meet all course prerequisites. Proof of degree (photocopy of 
diploma or student copy of final transcript) must be submitted with your application. Students without a prior master’s degree may not register 
for more than twelve (12) credits as a nonmatriculant.
2.  Students are responsible for determining their course eligibility by contacting the appropriate departmental graduate advisor/representative. 
This application must be signed by the departmental advisor/representative before it can be processed. Approval for admission as a nonmatric-
ulant does not guarantee that applicants will be registered in the course(s) they have selected, nor does it guarantee acceptance for matriculation 
should students later apply for that status.
3.  Individuals whose native language is not English and whose post-secondary education was not in English are required to take the Test of 
English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL). TOEFL is also required of applicants from the following countries: Bangladesh, Hong Kong, India, 
Pakistan, The Philippines, South Africa, Sri Lanka, and Puerto Rico.
